A summary: must include the main characters, setting, and the main problem in the story.  REMEMBER: LEAVE OUT THE ENDING!!! 
___
A CLIFFHANGER!!! After you’ve written about the beginning and middle of the book, instead of writing the ending, leave the audience HANGING!!! Write a cliffhanger that does not give away the ending. 
___
Persuasion techniques: “This is the best book of the year,” “The page turner of the century,” “You can’t graduate 6th grade without reading this!” etc. Be creative and come up with your own! 
___
Correct spelling, punctuation, and capitalization 

___
Turning poster in on time

Your name on the back of the poster
